Year 1 Summer 2 
Curriculum overview

History– Kings and Queens

We will learn about Queen Victoria and 

Queen Elizabeth I and how life was like in 

Elizabethan and Victorian times.

We will visit Westminster Abbey where the 

queens and King Charles III were crowned.

RE/PSHE

RE: Who is  God to Sanatanis?

We will be learning about the people who follow the 

teachings of Sanatana Dharma. We will be learning about 

their beliefs about God and how their beliefs impact their 

lives.

PSHE: Changing Me

We will discuss changes that happen as we grow up and the 

importance of respecting our bodies. 
Maths

Fractions - We  will recgonise half and a
quarter of an object, shape and quantity.

Place value to 100 – We will count from 50 – 100, find 

one more or one less and compare numbers.

We will partion numbers into 10s and 1s and count in 

tens to 100.

Money – We will recognise coins and notes and add 

amounts.

Time – We will tell time to the hour and half hour.
English

We will make predictions, read the story of Biscuit Bear and 

sequence the story. We will create our own characters and act 

out the story and then write our own story based on Biscuit 

Bear.

We will take the Phonics Screening Check.

RWI phonics lessons will continue daily.

Art & Design Technology

Self portraits

We will be looking at the artists Frida Kahlo 

and Picasso and creating our own self 

portraits.

PE

In PE we will be doing rhythmic gymnastics 

and athletics ready for sports day.

Science – Plants

We will:

*Name and explain the different parts of a flowering 

plant including trees.

*Recognise and name common wild and garden 

plants, including deciduous and evergreen trees

*Use observations and ideas to suggest answers to 

questions.

Music

In music we will develop performance skills and learn 

songs about travel and transport around the world.

Computing – Rocket to the moon

We will use word processing software to write a list and 

Sketchpad to design a rocket. We will make a rocket using 

recycled materials and record data about how far it flies.

Science /PHSE
-Learn to explain how girls' and boys' bodies change 
during puberty and be able to express how they feel 
about those changes

Music : Celebrations - a musical unit which focuses on 
performance.  We will understand musical narrative, 
interpret notation and use a storyboard to structure 
sounds. We will also perform 'ostinati' and body 
percussion accompaniments to a song, and explore a 
song arrangement and its structure.

We will revisit and build on our previous coding 
lessons.  We will recall the key features of 
Scratch,  use decomposition to identify key features, 
recognise what a variable,  how to make a variable in 
Scratch and create a quiz using variables.
